We need the preference points back by July 29, 2022. The plan is to have everything collected by the next regular scheduled meeting on August 16, 2022.

Chief Bateman discussed the possibility of pre-hire interviews at the next Fire Commission meeting on August 16, 2022 between the commissioners and the candidates to get an idea about the individual.
